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PURPOSE: to amend the Rules of Procedure of the Court of First Instance of the European Communities
as regards the language arrangements applicable to appeals against decisions of the European Union Civil
Service Tribunal.

LEGISLATIVE ACT: Decision of the Council amending the Rules of Procedure of the Court of First
Instance of the European Communities as regards the language arrangements applicable to appeals against
decisions of the European Union Civil Service Tribunal.

CONTENT: this Decision adds a provision to the Rules of Procedure of the Court of First Instance
relating to the language of the case to be used in appeal proceedings. That provision stipulates that the
language of the case should be the language of the decision of the European Civil Service Tribunal against
which the appeal has been brought.
