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The European Parliament adopted a legislative resolution on the draft Council decision on the conclusion
of the Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement between the European Union and its Member States,
Australia, Canada, Japan, the Republic of Korea, the United Mexican States, the Kingdom of Morocco,
New Zealand, the Republic of Singapore, the Swiss Confederation and the United States of America.

Parliament declines, by 39 votes to 478, with 165 abstentions, to consent to the conclusion of the
Aqgreement.

This was the first time that Parliament exercised its Lisbon Treaty power to reject an international trade
agreement. Its rejection means that neither the EU nor itsindividual member states can join the agreement.
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
