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The European Parliament adopted by 597 votes to 5, with 11 abstentions, a legislative resolution on the
proposal for a regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council repealing Council Regulation
(EC) No 827/2004 prohibiting imports of Atlantic bigeye tuna (Thunnus obesus) originating in Bolivia,
Cambodia, Equatorial Guinea, Georgia and Sierra Leone and repealing Regulation (EC) No 1036/2001.

Parliament adopted its position at first reading following the ordinary legislative procedure. The
amendments adopted in plenary are the result of an agreement reached between the European Parliament
and the Council.

It is stated in a recital that at its 14th special meeting in 2004 the International Commission for the
Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), Council Regulation (EC) No 919/2005 amended Regulation
(EC) No 827/2004 to lift the prohibition on imports of Atlantic bigeye tuna and its products from
Cambodia, Equatorial Guinea and Sierra Leone into the Union. Following that amendment, Regulation
(EC) No 827/2004 only prohibits such imports from Bolivia and Georgia.

At its 22nd regular annual meeting in 2011, ICCAT acknowledged the actions taken by Bolivia and
Georgia and adopted recommendation 11-19 lifting the prohibition on imports of Atlantic bigeye tuna and
its products that continued to apply to those two countries.

Regulation (EC) No 827/2004 should therefore be repeal ed.
